Here, the Ascari of Italy embark at the port of Naples for their sacrifices in the name of the 
flag and homeland. The Italian-Turkish-Ottoman war fought to obtain the Tripolitanian and 
Cirenaican territories, today Libya. The Ascari crossed the Mediterranean Sea in 1911 in 
the name of homeland and its flag. Today these soldiers are buried in a Libyan cemetery. 
73,000 soldiers fallen in the name of the Reign of Italy.  History has hidden and forgotten 
these efforts.

Colonel Ghedaffi is compensated for his protests regarding the colonial period. Was Libya 
a nation before the Reign of Italy’s conquest of the territory? Who had the governing power 
in that territory? Who did the Reign of Italy fight against? 
 
Historically, up until the union of Tripolitanian and Cirenaican territories (unified by the 
Proclamation of the State of Libya in 1911 passed by the Reign of Italy), these territories 
was dominated by the Turkish-Ottoman population. The war was won with 85,000 fallen 
soldiers of whom 73,000 who sacrificed their lives were the Ascari of Italy soldiers. These 
soldiers fought against the Turkish-Ottoman population and not against the Libyan 
population who at that time wasn’t even identified as such. They were considered a 
Tripolitanian and Cirenaican population. 
 
On many occasions (especially in 1977), Colonel Ghedaffi ordered Italy to take back the 
Italian corpses that are buried next to a Libyan cemetery, conscious of the fact that most of 
those corpses are black ex-Italians. It is counterproductive for those “head concealers” of 
Italian history to have these bodies return to Italy because they would have to explain to 
the Italians what these remains are and why no one ever acknowledged them. What is the 
reason? Discrimination. 
 
While we await a precise Italian-Libyan history to be revealed, we reserve the right to 
obtain the necessary explanations regarding the agreement to build a toll way, 5,000 Km 
in length for Libya, with a cost of $5,000,000,000 (five million dollars). This leaves the 
Salerno-Reggio-Calabria toll way (in Italy) in dreadful conditions. In the meantime 50 years 
have gone by while it awaits its reconstruction. For now it remains forgotten Italian 
territory.
